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YAIR VARDI

Born in Kfar Blum in 1948. He studied dance at
the Center for Arts in Tel-Hai with Ariela Peled.
Joined the Batsheva Dance Company in 1967, and
a year later he was drafted into the Israel Defence
Forces. Upon his release, he was invited to rejoin
the Company. He danced leading roles in: “Song
of My People”, “Ebony Concerto”, “Errand into
the Maze”, “Transition”, "Dream”, "Puppets of
Death”, “Until that | Arose”, and "Voices".

In 1967 the film "The Sun Rises, The Sun Sets”,
choreographed by Moshe Efrati and danced by
Ester Nadler and Yair Vardi was awarded, together
with the performers and the choreographer, a prize
from the Israel Broadcasting Authority. “As |
Wish. . .”" is his first choreography for the Batsheva
Dance Company.
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GENE HILL SAGAN

Was born in the American South. Began his crea-
tive career as painter and sculptor. Studied dance
with Maria Nevelska in New York, and became one
of the leading classical dancers in America, Was in-
vited to dance solo parts in Munich, Cologne,
Copenhagen, Stockholm and Paris. Madame B. de
Rothschild invited him to Israel. Here, he was also
sponsored by the America-Israel Cultural Founda-
tion and by the Ministry of Education and Culture.
His most important works are: “'Ecstasy of Batista
Vernazza”, "Reguiem for Sounds”, "“Fallen
Angels” "And After”, "Pale Lotus”, "Sweet
Agony”, "“The Burning Ground”, “The Fiery
Chariot”, " and “Winter Song".<’

He recently restaged “'Sweet Agony” for Pennsyl-
vania Ballet in the U.S.A. and for the London Gala
International Ballet. Was awarded the prize for
choreography by the Yair Shapira Foundation.
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RINA YERUSHALMI

Born in Israel, studied theatre at the R.A.D.A. —
London, Carnegie-Mellon University, U.S5.A.
Worked with the Giora Godik musical theatre, the
La Mama Theatre N.Y. and Theatre Express, Pitts-
burgh. Her latest work in the U.5.A. was Wozzeck
by Buchner, which is currently being performed.

Ms. Yerushalmi teaches acting and directing at the
Tel-Aviv University and in the U.S.A. In dance, she
studied with Yardena Cohen, Rena Gluck, and in
London with Sigurd Leeder. She also works with
the Feldenkrais method of body awareness and
teaches in his Institute for mental and physical co-
ordination in Tel-Aviv. This is her first work for
the Batsheva Dance Company.
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MOSHE ZORMAN

Born in 1952. Graduated the Music Academy of
the Tel-Aviv University in 1974, where he studied
piano and composition. His teacher for the latter
was Professor Leon Shidlovsky. In 1973 he won
first prize from the Academy of Music for com-
position. His works have been performed by the
Israel Broadcasting Authority, the Composers
Forum and at the University of Tel-Aviv. He also
composed music for different theatrical produc-
tions, amongst which is “The Rule and the Excep-
tion to the Rule’” by Bertholt Brecht and Wozzeck
by Buchner. Both productions were directed by
Rina Yerushalmi. He is presently serving in the
Israel Defence Forces.

MOSHE STERNFELD

Born in lsrael in 1949 and studied theatre and
stage design at the Tel-Aviv University. He created
the designs for the Beer-Sheva theatre production
of “Little Malcolm™, “The Promise”, “The
Return’’, and ““Andorra”. At the same time he de-
signed sets for the Children’s Theatre of the Mini-
stry of Education and Culture, as well as for the
commerical theatre. His most recent design was for
the new production “Emigrants’” at the Khan
Theatre in Jerusalem.

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MAURICE RAVEL (1875-1937)

Maurice Ravel (1875-1937) studied at the Paris
Conservatoire under Fauré. He was known as a
pianist and conductor, and made concert tours, but
otherwise he lived a retiring life devoted to com-
position.

The first public performance of
his music took place in 1898. The large majority of
his orchestral works were originally written for
piano, which he later orchestrated.

LA VALSE, to
which the choreographer Gene Hill Sagan has
created his new dance, was first performed in
1920. In La Valse he uses choreographic themes to
evoke a secret magic in the form of the vertiginous
rhythm of the waltz. The score preface reads:
"Movement de Valse Viennoise. Drifting clouds
give glimpses, through rifts, of couples waltzing.
The clouds gradually scatter, and an immense hall
can be seen, filled with a whirling crowd. The scene
gradually becomes illuminated. The lights of
chandeliers burst forth. An Imperial Court about
1885..."

JEAN SIBELIUS (1865-1957)

Finnish composer. He entered the music conserva-
tory and later continued his studies in Berlin and
\ienna. When he was only 32 he was granted a
state pension to devote himself to composition and
he is generally acclaimed as a major symphonist.

Valse Triste is the result of his collaboration on a
3-act play “Kuolemo’ (Death) for which he com-
posed the incidental music. The theme of the play
is the obsession of the hero with the non-existance
of death. Several months later Sibelius rearranged
the opening scene for a small orchestra, entitling it
Valse Triste. Gene Hill Sagan uses a section of this
wark in ““The Garden of Kali".

ALBERTO GINASTERA

An Argentinian composer, born in 1916. Amongst
his works are a choreographic legend "Panambi”
and choral and symphonic works and chamber
music.

Ginastera constantly explores the challenges of
new musical techniques and ideas. His most recent
works have been termed “modern’’, Some have
even said “avant-gard’’. Ginastera insists that ‘"for
me there is no classic or modern — only music”. . .

“A work of art must produce a feeling of compre-
hension, a flow of attraction between public and
artist, independent of structural implications®.
Yair Vardi has choreographed his dance: "‘As |
Wish, . .” to te first two movement from the Se-
cond String Quartet which was written to fulfill a
commission of the Elizabeth Sprague Coolidge
Foundation and was first performed at the Library
of Congress in 1958 by the Julliard String Quartet.

BAT SHEVA DANCE COMPANY -"/"
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Modern dance was pioneered in Israel mainly by Gertrude
Kraus (in the 40's) and Anna Sokolow (in the 50'), but
it remained for the Batsheva Dance Company (in the 60°s)
to achieve permanent and popular status. The company
was founded in 1963 by Batsheva de Rothschild, who
persuaded Martha Graham to assume its artistic supervi-
sion and training. The premiere in 1964 turned into a
major cultural event in Israel, and since then the company
has achieved world-wide fame and success. Its frequent
tours to Europe and the USA have won critical and public
acclaim, as well as many prizes and citations for the com-
pany. Most of the world’s greatest choreographers have
worked with the Batsheva Dance Company, including
Martha Graham, Jerome Robbins, Jose Limon, Kurt
Jooss, Anna Sokolow, Robert Cohan, Talley Beatty, Glen
Tetley, Norman Morrice, John Butler, Donald McKayle,
Christopher Bruce and others. “Batsheva” was also the
one and only company (other than her own) for which
Martha Graham created a new dance work, “Dream"”
{1974)Several well known artists served as artistic directors
of the company, among these were Jane Dudley, Norman
Walker, Brian Macdonald, William Louther, Linda Hodes
and Kaj Lothman, the present artistic director. At the
same time the company encouraged lsraeli choreographers,
both company members and guests, such as Rena Gluck,
Moshe Efrati, Rina Schenfeld, Oshra Elkayam-Ronen and
Mirali Sharon. It also contributed to the propagation of
works by Israeli composers. Through these works lsraeli
music found its way into dance companies the world over.

These include compositions by Oedoen Partos, Mordecai
Seter, Paul Ben Haim , Noam Sheriff and Zvi Avni. The
same is true for Israeli designers Dani Karavan and David
Sharir. Thus the Batsheva Dance Company made a major
contribution not only to cultural life in lsrael, but to
Israel’s reputation throughout the world.

In April, 1975 the company became a publicly supported
dance ensemble whose continuing activities are supported
by the Israel Ministry of Education and Culture, by the
America-lsrael Cultural Foundation, and others.

The dance “The Dybbuk’ is based on the three
protagonistis of the play: Lea, Hanan and the
Rabbi, The three characters are intermingled in a
struggle about love, life and death within the struc-
ture of the Hassidic tradition and the world of
Jewish mysticism (Kabbala).

Lea’s vocation in life is her being a bride. She is the
center of the universe and all revolve around her.
Her would-be bridegroom is approaching like a
menace for the lovers, Hanan and Lea, who believe
they are destined to each other by God.

Lea becomes the victim of Hanan's lost soul.
Hanan, his faith weakened, seeks the other way
from God, believing that Satan also has the holi-
ness of God.

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Ehud Ben-David is no longer with us.

From the time that the Batsheva Dance Company
was founded, Ehud was one of its leading dancers
and was acclaimed as a great dancer by the public
and the press in Israel and abroad.

He danced leading roles in Martha Graham's

"Embattled Garden”, “Diversion of Angels”,
“Dream’; Glen Tetley's “Mythical Hunters”,
Jerome Robbins' “Mowves”, Norman Morrice's

“Percussion Concerto” and “Trek", Moshe Efrati’s
“5in Lieth at the Door"”, John Cranko’s “"Song of
my people’” and Anna Sokolow's solo “Poem".

Ehud was awarded the Gold Star for the best male
dancer at the International Dance Festival in Paris
in 1971.

He choreographed for the Batsheva Dance Com
pany "By Order of Crecn” and directad various
productions in kibbutzim, that were enthusia-
stically received,

Over the past years he devoted a great deal of his
time to teaching and developing the dance school
that he founded in Matanya and so creating a new
generation of dancers.
